	The way the French Soldiers were nicknamed from 1914 to 1918

	Moutarde (Mustard)
	Name given to the poison gas used during the fights.

	Nickname applied to the French bayonet.

	…des baïonnettes (bayonets)
	Name  given to a trench in Thiaumont, near  Douaumont (Verdun)

	The war at the back

	Munitionettes  (ammunitionettes)
	Name given to the female workers who used to work in arms factories..

	Gotha
	Name of the German planes that bombed Paris.

	Bourrage de crâne (brainwashing)
	Phrase invented by soldiers to criticize the false propaganda which came from the back.

	L’oiseau de France (The Bird of France)
	An underground paper (sheets) that was distributed in Lille until October 1916 which was also the date corresponding to the arrest of their writers.

	Marraine de guerre (soldier’s war time) a pen friend -
	Woman or young girl who used to correspond with a soldier who was in the front in order to bring him her moral and material support.
