Place dans le cursus / dans la progression

1. Canton of Aargau

1A: Discussion of the First World War is alloted for the 8th/9th school year. With the example of exclusive topics – such as the First World War – students of this level should gain insight in the living conditions of people in different ages. With respect to the First World War and other incidents of the 20th century, they should understand the relation between the past, present and future.

1B: At the 9th school year, the First World War is subsumed under the focus of „past, present, future“. Relations between historical events and the present are the main focus of this school year. „To identify and accept the past as related to present and future action.“

1C: see 1B. At this level, it is possible to already cover the issue of the First World War at the 8th school year.

1D: The 20th century – including the  First World War – is discussed at the 10th school year. The subjects history and geography are merged to the subject called „social sciences“.

1E: The learning contents are composed chronologically, so that the students should have advanced to the First World War by the end of the 12th school year. Within the context of this topic, „concurrence and incontemporaneity“ should be observed at the 13th school year. Additionally, the students should be able to explain how the First and the Second World War as well as the „collapse of the Eastern Bloc“ had changed the world.

2. Canton of Basel-Landschaft

2A: The First World War is discussed at the 9th school year. The students should be aquainted with the First and the Second World War as an „interrelated development of war“ and be able to reconstruct the outcome. In particular, they should be able to identify the consequences for Switzerland.

2B: The issue of the First World War is discussed at the 11th school year. It is part of the section „First Half of the 20th Century“. Further keywords in this section are: Communism, fascism, racism, policy of peace, European integration, globalisation, international organisations and terrorism.

2C: Main subject matter at the 12th to 13th school year. At these two school years, a comprehensive analysis of the history of the past 150 years is aspired. Methods of historical science should be addressed when looking at the First World War.

3. Canton of Basel-Stadt

3A: The First World War is primarily understood as a preliminary event leading up to the Second World War and it should be taught with regard to this: „They know the preliminary history of the Second World War: First World War, the shots of Sarajewo, war enthusiasm and reality of war, the Treaty of Versailles, League of Nations and global economic crisis.

3B: The First World War is covered at the 11th school year.

3C: Not specified

4. Solothurn

4A: The First World War is examined at the 9th school year under the heading of „History of the 20th Century“. It is discussed together with the topic „Russian Revolution“. Particular attention should thereby be turned on the consequences of both incidents. 

4B: Regarding content, the curriculum leaves some scope. The exact time for teaching the topic of the First World War is hence not scheduled. At the 10th school year, the students should have an overview of European history since 1815. The First World War is also part of this time span. It is possible, however, to discuss the issue at some other point. For example at the 9th school year, during which the interplay of political, social, economic and cultural structures are examined.

1C: The students should be aquainted with the event history of the First World War and understand the repercussions of wars. Further contents are: Proliferation of war technology, Switzerland in the First World War, general strike in Switzerland and Russian Revolution.

1D: Same as the issue of „Women at war“, the First World War has to be covered as a subchapter of the section „Breakthrough of total warfare“.

1E: Free choice of thematic focus.
