For pupils age 11 to 16 the subject deals with history and social history, for pupils 17 to 18 political education is added. The curriculum shall educate democratic and ideological criticism and tolerance. The pupils shall develop historical competence and multi-perspective views. The pupils are to learn how to gain information by themselves and to rate it. An important item is that expert knowledge, knowledge of methods and social knowledge shall lead to knowledge of democratic acting.

WWI is part of the curriculum in form 3 (aged 13) and again in form 6 (aged 16).

	Position in the curriculum   

WWI in form 3 is positioned at the last part of the school-year under the topics “Reasons for wars and efforts for peace”

WWI in form 6 is positioned at the end of the curriculum as “Consequences of the political development in the 19th century”.

The position of the topic is imposed by the curriculum.
